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This is an example of a one page abstract for the BSANS-2012 school. The abstract should be written in English and saved in the Microsoft Word DOC format. The abstracts may contain black/white or gray scale graphical results (Fig. 1 as example) that support the written arguments but shall not exceed a length of 1 page (A4 format) with the margins: top - 25 mm, bottom - 25 mm, left - 25 mm, right - 25 mm. The accepted abstracts will be available as a handout during the conference.

The abstract text should be typed with 1.5 spacing, font – Times New Roman. The title line should be capitalized, 14pt bold and centered. Author’s names should be 12pt, normal and centered. Presenting author should be underlined. Affiliation lines should be 10pt, normal and centered. E-mail of presenting author line should be 10pt, normal and centered. Abstract text should be 12pt, normal and justified. First line indention should be 12.7 mm from the left side.  References [1-2] should be 10pt, normal and left. Figure caption should be 11pt, normal and justified.
